MANUFACTURING SECTOR ADDS JOBS, ENDING 3-YEAR 
SLUMP! 

 
Early signs indicate an economic upswing for this region and Massachusetts is beginning 
to create jobs again.  According to articles written in local papers, the Boston Business 
Journal, and the Wall Street Journal , the addition of hundreds of manufacturing jobs was 
more of a sign that the long-ailing sector is improving. 
 
The job figures were included in a report issued Dec. 19 by the State Division of Employ-
ment and Training.  Over a four-month period starting in August, Bay State manufacturers 
have added 1,200 jobs.  After a long recession in which business spending was contracted 
out of the country, U.S. companies are making capital expenditures again and Massachu-
setts exports for the year were up to $15.92 billion from $13.92 billion. 
 
The staff of the Lucent Career Center is aggressively working towards making connections 
with companies who plan to hire in 2004.  Individualized Recruitment events as well as Job 
Fairs are planned for every month and Lucent clients can take advantage of Career Coun-
seling, Workshops, and Job Development to assist them on their journey to finding em-
ployment in the New Year!   
 
The Lucent Career Center has assisted in placing close to 400 workers since the Grant 
began and our goal is another 400 before the Grant ends on June 30, 2004.
